That brought us to a certain 
level of realism – quite typical for the Japanese school of 
animation, which became our main inspirvation.

Along with other influences such as film noir and a bit of 
American-style action, the aim was to remain convincingly 
rooted in the setting of Prague‘s Žižkov district.
